September 8, 2025 

The September 8, 2025 meeting of the White Oak Township Board was called to order by Supervisor 

Dorwin Marshall at 7:00 P.M.   In attendance were:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Clerk Leela Vernon, 

Treasurer Brigitte Doxtator, Trustee Diane Graf, Trustee John Kemler, and Zoning Administrator Katrina 

Griffith,   Trustee Graf lead us in the Pledge of Allegiance.   

A motion was made by Trustee Kemler, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the minutes of the August 

11, 2025 meeting.   Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Kemler to approve the Treasurer’s report as 

presented.  Motion carried. 

Zoning Administrator Katrina Griffith gave her report.  Don Hannewald, our building inspector,  requested 

that the Township require a deposit to be included in the building permit application fees.  He suggested 

$1,000.00 refundable deposit, once they have had a final inspection.  A motion was made by Trustee 

Graf, seconded by Trustee Kemler to charge $500 deposit to be included in the Building Permit fee.  The 

Building Inspector will complete a final inspection within 7 business days of being notified by the permit 

holder.  Once there has been a final inspection, the $500 deposit will be refunded.  Motion carried. 

The Township received a proposal from STG (Shumaker Technology Group) to make our website ADA 

compliant.  They provided a copy of the manual ADA Audit.  The cost to make out website ADA compliant 

would be $1,295.00.  The board requested a couple other quotes.  Trustee Kemler said he would get the 

information from Iosco Township on who does their website.   

We received a quote from G.W. Sealcoat.  Supervisor Marshall had some concerns about the thickness 

of the sealer.  Gary, the owner, will check with his supplier to see what the actual thickness that will be 

applied.  

We received notice from Lester Brother All American Toilets that there will be an increase of $20 per unit.   

The board approved replacing the outside lights at the hall.

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Kemler to pay bills.  Motion carried. 

Supervisor Marshall adjourned the meeting at 7:37 p.m.
